In the meantime, gradual changes crept over the Society; imperceptible at
first, but with each succeeding year more and more pronounced. The declin-
ing did not amalgamate with the rising generation. All the time-honoured ob-
servances - follies though they were - that had been part of a system with
the Sublime Society of Beef Steaks, were gradually sought to be ignored by
modern members. The blue coat and buff waistcoat were discarded; the ring,
if occasionally produced, was a curiosity to be handed round as an object of
art of the olden time (Arnold 33).
