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ASPECTOLOGY IN TYPOLOGY

After a brief description of the specific features of typology, I propose a list of goals
which I believe to be topical for the typological aspectology.

1. Any study must, in principle, rely on a system of concepts and terms that, in the
ideal case, would provide for unambiguous correspondence between every term and
the concept it represents. As is well known, the typological aspectology lacks such
a system of concepts and terms, which puts serious constraints on the contrastive
analyses of aspectual systems in natural languages. Therefore, an important step to
take is to develop a dictionary of aspectology terms necessary to represent the
concepts employed in an unambiguous way. Such a dictionary could additionally
include basic definitions for all concepts in question, as well as a number of reliable
illustrative examples and recommendations regarding the cases of infelicitous usage

of terms.

2. The next important goal would be to take into account those means for
expressing aspectual meanings that, as far as I know, have not been captured by
typological studies to a sufficient degree. One example is Anatolian languages,
where the meanings (including aspectual meanings), normally expressed in other
languages in the verb, are signaled by an independent chain of enclitics; in [Ivanov
2004], this chain was proposed to classify as an independent sentence component,
formally unrelated to the verb. Typologically closest to Anatolian languages seem to
be languages with the so-called “linear” systems of heterogeneous categories such
as Mande languages (€ Niger-Congo) [Welmers 1973, Vydrin 2012] that employ
so-called predicative markers. Although the formal status of these components in
the structure of the sentence is not entirely clear, their functions are similar to those

of enclitic chains in Anatolian languages.

3. Another important goal is to extend contrastive typological studies to isolating
languages. As is known, these languages usually lack inflection morphology and

demonstrate poorly developed derivation morphology. The aspectual, temporal,
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modal and other meanings, normally classified as grammatical meanings in other
languages, are expressed in isolating languages optionally by words that coincide
with standard lexical words. From the typological viewpoint, it is important to
understand what exactly aspectual meanings can be expressed within such optional

systems, and why.

4. Yet another important goal seems to be to specify the character of interactions
between aspectual meanings and temporal and modal meanings within the
framework of the combined analysis of the so-called TAM (temporal, aspectual, and
modal) categories. If I’'m not mistaken, the general trend seems to be that, while
progressing from the past to the future in the indicative mood and, further, in the
indirect moods, the aspectual differences gradually “fade out” or get reinterpreted.
An analysis of all acceptable types of neutralization or reinterpretation of the
aspectual meaning would be a valuable contribution to the typology of aspectual

systems.

5. It is also important to study a possibility for including additional components in
the aspectual gram-types (=aspectual semantic domain of the universal grammatical
set), as well as to formulate the principles underlying the formation of clusters of

components in this semantic domain.
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
